Please accept the attached manuscript entitled “Does Police Intervention in Domestic Violence Work? Estimating the Impact of Batterer Arrest in Reducing Revictimization” for consideration in Advances in Social Work.  This is a report of an original empirical study of a secondary data analysis using the National Crime Victimization Survey (NCVS) dataset.  It has not been submitted elsewhere for concurrent review, nor has it been published previously.

This study used logistic regression analysis to examine if victims whose partners were arrested would experience lower rates of revictimization than those whose partners were not arrested. We found that the odds of revictimization for victims whose partners had been arrested were 43.2% less than those whose partners had not been arrested, after controlling for age, race, marital status, injury, and educational attainment. We also found that age and marital status were shown to have differential effect on chance of revictimization.
